Boy Scout Troop 370

There are three things you must complete before you can attend any overnight or long term campout at a Youth Camp in Texas.  Boy Scout Troop 370 is requesting that all Scout Leaders complete Youth Protection Training, Safe Swim Defense and Safety Afloat.  Following the links below to complete all certifications.  From this Word Document you can hold the ctrl key down, click your left mouse button with curser on top of the link to go to that page on the internet.  Set aside some time to view the various videos and take the certification tests. 
1.  BSA Online Youth Protection Training Certification Card

Texas state law requires that every adult attending camp must provide certification that they have successfully completed youth protection training and passed the related test. The Boy Scouts of America’s online youth protection training has been approved by the state of Texas and meets the new state requirement. Adult leaders who may have taken the group video discussion course previously still must take the online Youth Protection Training. 
You will need to call the Scout Office to obtain your BSA registration number before you take the Youth Protection On Line Training.

(To take BSA's youth protection training, click on the following link for BSA's Online Learning Center: http://olc.scouting.org/).  From this word document – hold the control key down and click on the above link.

You will need to create a log in account to take the test.

The Certificate is good for 2 years from the date of the Certification.

After completing the test print a copy of the Certification Card.  Keep a copy for your file and turn a copy in to the Troop Committee Chairman (Rodney Thomson) along with items from step 2, 3 and 4 below.  The Scout Office will get a notification that you have completed the Certification and will up date your record.
2. BSA Adult Applications – Print out or obtain an adult application.
The new state law requires that criminal background checks be conducted and kept on file for every adult attending camp within the last twelve months or have a volunteer application asking for a history of criminal convictions, including a question such as "Have you ever been convicted of a felony or a misdemeanor". 
The current BSA Adult Registration Application complies with this requirement because of the six questions on the bottom of the application. 
To comply with this requirement: A completed BSA Adult Registration Application must be submitted for every adult attending camp regardless if an adult is already registered when the unit checks in at camp. 
No registration fees or unit approval signatures are needed to comply with this rule. However, if needed applications will be submitted for BSA registration and subsequently have a criminal background check conducted. Applications will be kept on file at camp and will be returned to the unit at the end of camp.
Please do not overlook any area of the application. In addition to the top half of the application, each of the six questions must be answered and then signed and dated by the applicant.

3. Criminal Background Checks

Do a search in the Sex Offender Database(there is no cost for this).  Print out the page of the search result and attach it to the Adult Application and Youth Protection Certificate.
